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1 Introduction

As at the previous colloquia, all presentations will be published in the conference proceedings in both German and English. The contents of the proceedings will be printed in black and white. These proceedings as well as previously published proceedings can be ordered internationally via an ISSN number.

2 Instructions on compilation of manuscripts and submission deadline

Please note the following points concerning the compilation and submission of your manuscript.

2.1 Compilation of manuscripts

2.1.1 Languages

Please submit the manuscript in duplicate; one version in German and one in English.
2.1.2 Length
The manuscript, including both language versions, illustrations and tables, should not exceed 12 pages and should comply with the following format requirements. 

2.1.3 Settings and document template
The manuscript must be submitted as a Microsoft-Word file. To compile the manuscript, you can use the document template available as a download at http://hvof.gts-ev.de, in which the most important formats are defined. Alternatively, you can create your own Word file with the following settings:

1. Page settings: DIN A4 (21 cm wide, 29.7 cm high), left/right margin 1.5 cm, upper margin 1 cm, lower margin 2 cm

2. Font and type settings: Arial/Helvetica 10 pt., for headings 12 pt., single line spacing

3. Special characters: for special characters (e.g. formula symbols, Greek letters, etc.), please use Windows fonts only (e.g. Symbol, Wingdings).

2.1.4 Pictures, diagrams, illustrations

Pictures, diagrams or illustrations can be positioned at the desired place in the document as a reference, but must be submitted as a separate TIFF or JPG file in addition:

· Photos, micrographs etc.: 300 dpi, minimum width 8.8 cm, b/w or colour

· Line drawings, diagrams, CAD etc.: 600 dpi, minimum width 8.8 cm

· Illustrations, e.g. diagrams, technical drawings or schematic diagrams can be reproduced best as vector graphics. EPS files which can be created with Adobe Illustrator or CorelDraw are suitable. However, attention should be paid to the right settings, e.g. sufficient line thickness (no hairlines!), high-contrast colour differentiation. Please convert fonts and special characters to paths before export. If unsure, export your illustration as a TIFF image with 600 dpi resolution.

· Please avoid using pictures, illustrations or other elements which were compiled or embedded in Word, Excel or PowerPoint.

· Only use TIF or JPG formats. Avoid compressing JPG images too much.

· NO pictures, illustrations or other elements will be accepted which have not been saved in one of the above-mentioned formats.

2.1.5 Layout

We will transpose all manuscripts into the bilingual layout of the conference proceedings, bearing in mind design and typographic rules. In order to achieve an optimum page break, we reserve the right to adjust the size of pictures and graphic elements. The final layout is thus the result of integrating your texts and pictures into the conference proceedings and will not correspond exactly to your manuscript template. When compiling your manuscript, it is not necessary to pay attention to exact layout.
Papers will be printed in black and white. You may nevertheless submit pictures, graphic material and diagrams in colour. However, attention should be paid to sufficient image contrast and the appropriate marking of lines and surfaces in diagrams to ensure optimum representation. 
For manuscripts submitted on schedule, authors will receive a proof prior to printing and will thus have the opportunity to check and correct the positioning of the text and pictures. 
2.2 Submission deadline

Submission deadline for manuscripts: 27 July 2012. We urgently request you to meet the submission deadline so that your paper can be printed in the conference proceedings in the best possible quality. Please also refer to Points 2.1.5 and 3.

· Please also submit a complete hardcopy with labelled images, figures, tables, etc. as a reference for the layout. Instead of a hardcopy, you may submit a PDF file in addition to your Word manuscript.
